It is also intended for the Utility variant to have three interchangeable modes

of service: Cargo, Canine and Line Laying modes, as described in the RFP SOR.

The aim of this RFP is to determine Industry capacity to provide a ‘Family of Vehicles’ that will satisfy ADF PMVL

requirements and to gain sufficient information from the marketplace to support a business case for government

consideration for the continued development of a manufactured and supported in Australia option for LAND

121 Phase 4.
